She
completed a Bachelor of Fine Arts from the University of Manitoba in 2020, and a Post-
Baccalaureate Diploma in Indigenous Studies from Simon Fraser University.

Turtle Island and is dedicated to supporting Indigenous artists at varying levels of their
careers.
